Screen Advance Mechanism

. The SPS mechanism requires some
thought to the cabinet design to make
sure the mechanism elements are all
easily accessible for fixing in place and for
making adjustments. Poorly designed
cabinets will result in a lot of wasted time
during installation and setting up.

Panel Mechanism

. Poor access can result in compromises
being made on panel alignment and effect
the quality of the installation.

. There are many styles of panel work that
lend themselves to this mechanism, but
ultimately all surrounding front panel work
should be removable to aid in fitting of the
different mechanism elements. (1)
